Award Fund

The Van Harreveld Memorial Award is presented annually by the CNS Section of the APS to recognize
outstanding research in neuroscience by a graduate student or postdoctoral fellow.  Dr. Antonie Van
Harreveld was a distinguished neuroscientist who was instrumental in founding the Journal of
Neurophysiology.  In 1934 he joined the faculty at the California Institute of Technology and remained
there for his entire career. His research included studies on the innervation of crustacean muscles,
spreading depression, and development of the “slam-freezing technique” that allows scientists to evaluate
rapid changes in the morphology of the neuromuscular junction, CNS synapses, and extracellular space.
The Van Harreveld Memorial Award was established in 1989 in his honor through generous contributions
made by appreciative colleagues, friends, and devoted family. The recipient of the Van Harreveld
Memorial Award must be first author on an abstract presented at the Experimental Biology meeting.
The Awards Subcommittee of the CNS Section critically evaluates the abstracts of the applicants in
selecting the Award winner. The Award is presented at the CNS Section reception held at the EB meeting.
The CNS Section Steering Committee would like to be able to increase the monetary value of the
Award from $300 to $500 (using interest earned on this account) and at the same time assure that this
Award can be made for many years to come. In order to accomplish these goals, it is important that we
increase the resources in the restricted account set up by the APS Business Office to fund this Award.
Contributions to this account are tax-deductible, and monies in this account are used only for the
Award.  If you are interested in supporting the Van Harreveld Memorial Award, please make a check
payable to The American Physiological Society and send to the Chair of the CNS Section Steering
Committee (Dr. J. Michael Wyss, Department of Cell Biology, University of Alabama, Birmingham,
1900 University Blvd., Birmingham, AL  35294-0006).
